DOG LICENSES & FEES 
 

T he Village requires that all dogs be licensed as per Wis. 
State Statue 95.21(2)(a). The deadline for registration 

of your dog is March 31, 2011.  If your dog is found not  to 
be licensed, you could receive a citation.   
 

D og license fees are in compliance with Wis. State Stat-
ute 174.05 that states that fees should differentiate be-

tween pets that are neutered or spayed and pets that are 
not. The fee for dogs that are spayed or neutered is $15.00, 
and for dogs that are not neutered or spayed is $17.00. 
There is a $5.00 late fee for dog licenses purchased after 
March 31, 2011.

RECYCLE MORE CHALLENGE 
 AWARD FOR 2010 

 

F or the past several years the Waukesha County 
Recycling and Solid Waste Office has held a com-

munity challenge to promote increased recycling. The 
challenge to residents of Waukesha County municipali-
ties was to increase the percent of materials recycled. 
The winner of the Recycle MORE Challenge for 2010 
is the Village of Oconomowoc Lake. The Village had a 
recycling rate of 28%. Three municipalities with a recy-
cling rate of 24% tied for second place: Town of Mer-
ton, Town of Oconomowoc and Village of Merton. 
 
Waukesha County gives a “prize” to the community 
with the highest rate of recycling. The prize chosen for 
the Village is a bicycle rack. The rack will be installed 
at the Village Hall this spring, and will be available to 
residents and visitors who stop in while out bicycling. 
 
Congratulations to the residents of the Village for doing 
such a great job of recycling. Keep up the good work!

BURNING PERMIT  

T he 2011 spring burning season has been set. It 
will be from Saturday, April 9 through Sun-

day, May 8. Please remember that you must pay a 
$25.00 fee for each spring or fall burning session.  
Once the fee is paid, you must call the Village Hall 
(262-567-5301) or the officer on duty (414-881-
9727) each time you plan to burn so that the officer 
on duty is aware of planned burning. Additionally, 
the Village must have on file a completed burning 
permit form, which includes the regulations for burn-
ing, and you should have a copy in your files for 
your reference.   
 

 WAKE BOATS 
 

T he boating officers on patrol this summer will be 
monitoring wake boats and other boats and will 

be taking enforcement action if the wake created is 
hazardous to other users of the lake. 
 

With the boating season right around the corner, 
there is an issue that I need to bring to your atten-
tion and need your help in order for us to have a 
safe boating season on Oconomowoc Lake. The 
concern is the wake boat. The wake boat creates a 
very large wake using an external fin or an internal 
ballast, filled with up to 1,000 pounds of water. The 
skier uses the larger wake for jumping the wake, or 
stated another way, just having fun skiing. The ex-
ternal fin or water ballast lowers the transom or 
stern of the boat creating a wake as high as three to 
four feet that travels hundreds of feet before dissi-
pating. The concern is the hazardous wake that is 
created, and the impact this wake can have on 
boats, canoes, and paddle boats, and the impact on 
piers and to potential of shoreline erosion. The com-
plaints I have received most are about shoreline 
erosion. The large wakes roll across the lake, over 
the top of the piers and over the top of the riprap at 
the shoreline onto the lawns with the potential for 
shoreline erosion. 
 

I am asking the owners of this type of boat to be 
cognizant of the impact that their wake may have on 
boats and canoes as well as the impact on the 
shoreline. Depending on the height of the wake, 
they could very easily overturn a boat or canoe or 
cause a severe rolling of a pontoon boat. If you own 
one of these wake boats, please consider the size 
of the wake you create and the other boat traffic that 
may be affected by your wake.

SPRING ELECTION INFORMATION 
 
Residents will be casting their votes for Judicial positions, County 
Executive, Village President and Trustees, and Oconomowoc Area 
School District Board members.  
  
A facsimile of the election ballot is on the back of this page. The 
printing on the facsimile ballot has been reduced to fit on an 8-1/2 
by 11-inch page.  It may be very helpful to you to familiarize yourself 
with the ballot before you go to the polls. 
  
Absentee ballots will be available after March 14th.  You may con-
tact the Clerk for an absentee ballot application by mail or request 
an application be faxed to you. If you fax a request to the Village 
Clerk, you must also send that original request via U.S. Mail to the 
Clerk’s office. The last day you may request an absentee ballot by 
mail is March 31, 2011. You may fill out the absentee ballot applica-
tion and vote at Village hall during normal business hours, Monday 
through Friday, 8:00 am—2:00 pm. Extended office hours are avail-
able for absentee voters on Friday, April 1st and Monday, April 4th. 
The office will be open from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. on those days. 
No absentee voting may occur after 5:00 p.m. on Monday, April 4, 
2011. Absentee ballots that are mailed to the Village Hall must ar-
rive before 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 5, 2011.  
     
As of January 1, 2006, Wisconsin election law states that  you must 
be registered to vote.  If you filled out the new registration form with 
the required valid drivers license or Wisconsin ID at the 2004 Presi-
dential election or later you are registered. New residents or newly 
eligible voters may register on election day. You will need your 
driver’s license or picture identification and proof of residency if the 
identification does not show your current village address. Please 
contact the clerk if you have questions about voter registration.
